Precautions:

WARNING! FLAMMABLE! Keep away from heat and open flames. Keep container sealed when not in use, do not transfer contents to unlabeled containers. Discard rags, cleaning materials properly. 

INHALATION: Use with adequate ventilation, vapor harmful. Use approved respirator (NIOSH/MSHA). SKIN AND EYE CONTACT: Avoid prolonged contact with skin, may irritate and cause dermatitis. APPLICATION:
**Surface Preparation – Surface must be at least 30 days old.  Clean surface thoroughly, remove all foreign substances such as grease, oil, oil paint, etc.  To insure proper stain penetration, all concrete surfaces must be acid etched and free from foreign soils and substances before staining.  Caution! Do not apply in temperatures less than 50 degrees.

1. Clean Surface – Hose down entire surface to be cleaned.  Clean all grease, oil and dirt stains with Degreaser, hot water and a scrub brush.  Rinse surface thoroughly and repeat entire process until spots are completely removed.

2. Acid Etch – Mix 1 part muratic acid to 3 parts water in a plastic sprayer.  Spray acid mixture on surface and scrub using a broom.  Allow acid to sit a minimum of 5 minutes and rinse thoroughly with fresh water.  Repeat operation if needed until surface develops a sand paper finish, and porosity is achieved.  Let surface completely dry for 24 hrs.
3. First Coat – Surface must be completely dry before stain can be applied.  Mix one part stain sealer with one part Solvent Cleaner and stir.  Apply mixture evenly with a phenolic core roller (non-shed) or open airless sprayer.  Wait a minimum of 1 hour before applying second coat.
4. Second Coat – Apply a full-strength coat of stain sealer being careful not to leave roller marks or puddles.  In some cases due to the surface porosity, additional coats may be required.  *If slip resistance is desire, add Skid-Resistant Additive to final coat at 1 ½ cups per gallon of stain sealer.

Note: Throughout application, periodically mix product to eliminate settling of pigment.  Always apply uniform coat to eliminate puddling.  If puddles occur use damp roller, rolling back over until they disappear.  **Roll back over puddles before surface completely dries to insure bubble-free surface.

Drying Time: 30 minutes to 1 hour tack free.  24 hours for foot traffic, 48 hours for automobile traffic.
*If additional protection is required, add 1 coat of Clear Seal applied with a pump-up sprayer (do not roll)
